We offer more than 110 online courses, and over 118 degree and certificate
programs in transfer and career areas. Transfer programs allow students to complete the first two years of their
bachelor’s degree. Career programs provide intensive skills training for immediate employment in many of today’s
hot careers. A number of certificates can be completed in a year or less, and new fast-track option packages
allows students to complete an associate’s degree in less than two years. Day, evening, weekend, online, and
one-day-a-week classes are offered at our 294-acre beautifully landscaped and partially forested campus in a
university-like setting.
